story you have chosen. (You should have five entries in all.) 
3. Create a Vocabulary.com account and master the list for your grade level. Make sure to 

complete the list in practice mode so you can monitor your level of completion. 
 
Submit your journal entries to your ELA teacher during the first week of class.  These journals will 
count as your first homework grades for the fall semester.
